But there is 
a larger community of 
people worldwide that are 
not benefiting from a for-
mal education. UNESCO 
(United Nations Educa-
tional, Scientific and Cul-
tural Organization) esti-
mates that nearly 800 mil-
lion people worldwide 
over the age of 15 lack 
even basic reading and 
writing skills and that 
women and girls account 
for more than 64% of all 
illiterate people in the 
world. 
Rotary International sug-
gests the following to take 
action against literacy: 
1. Learn how illiteracy 
affects people in your 

community 
2. Discover what resources 
are available to promote lit-
eracy and numeracy skills in 
your community. 
3. Learn how other individu-
als, community groups, and 
nongovernmental and gov-
ernmental organizations ap-
proach this issue. 
4. Determine how your club 
can increase  literacy in your 
community. 
5. Develop a way to evaluate 
the success of your project. 
 
As you travel this summer, 
please keep your eyes and ears 
open to the projects around the 
country and around the world 
that involve promoting literacy. 
 
In Kansas City, MO Rotarians  
took on the task  of supporting 
the Laubach Literacy Council 
which addresses adult literacy 
issues.  In order to fund this 
theavor, they sponsored   a cor-

porate spelling bee.

May is 
Community Service month.  It gives us 
an opportunity to reflect on what we 
have done and what still needs to be 
done. Evening Rotary has always 
prided itself that, though small, our club 
works hard to provide a variety of serv-
ices for our immediate community as 
well as the international community. 
Some of the community projects have 
been Habitat for Humanity ReStore, 
Agape House,  Highway 179 clean up, 
provided a new set of encyclopedias for 
the Boys and Girls Club, and Christmas 

for Samaritan folks. Internationally we 
have been able to contribute money in 
conjunction with the other 3 Jefferson 
City Rotary clubs to help build a better 
water system in Malawi.  

How might a club filter through all of 
the needs of the local community and 
the  international community?  In 2000 
the United Nations established  8 Mil-
lenium Development Goals. RI sug-
gests that these goals parallel their 
goals also.  

The Millennium Development Goals 
are: 

1. Eradicate extreme poverty and hun-
ger. 

2. Achieve universal primary education. 

3. Promote gender equality and em-
power women. 

4. Reduce child mortality. 

5. Improve maternal health. 

6. Combat HIV/AIDS, malaria and 
other diseases. 

7. Ensure environmental sustainability. 

8. Develop a global partnership for de-
velopment. 

Nearly 190 countries have agreed to 
meet these goals by 2015. That is 8 
short years away.

Sales figures or 
earnings will show how 
your business is growing. 

Some newsletters include 
a column that is updated every issue, for 
instance, an advice column, a book re-
view, a letter from the president, or an 

editorial. You can also 
profile new employees or 
top customers or vendors. 

This story can fit 100-150 words. 

The subject matter that appears in news-
letters is virtually endless. You can in-
clude stories that focus on current tech-
nologies or innovations in your field. 

You may also want to note business or 
economic trends, or make predictions for 
your customers or clients. 

If the newsletter is distributed internally, 

This story can fit 150-200 words. 

One benefit of using your newsletter as a 
promotional tool is that you can reuse 
content from other marketing materials, 
such as press releases, market studies, 
and reports. 

While your main goal of distributing 
a newsletter might be to sell your 
product or service, the key to a suc-
cessful newsletter is making it useful 
to your readers. 

A great way to add useful content to 
your newsletter is to develop and 
write your own articles, or include a 
calendar of upcoming events or a spe-
cial offer that promotes a new prod-
uct. 

You can also research articles or find 
“filler” articles by accessing the World 
Wide Web. You can write about a variety 
of topics but try to keep your articles 
short. 

Much of the content you put in your 
newsletter can also be used for your Web 
site. Microsoft Publisher offers a simple 
way to convert your newsletter to a Web 
publication. So, when you’re finished 
writing your newsletter, convert it to a 

Web site and post it. 

Microsoft Publisher includes thousands 
of clip art images from which you can 
choose and import into your newsletter. 
There are also several tools you can use 
to draw shapes and symbols. 

Once you have chosen an image, place it 
close to the article. Be sure to place the 
caption of the image near the image.

Selecting pictures or graphics is an im-
portant part of adding content to your 
newsletter. 

Think about your article and ask yourself 
if the picture supports or enhances the 
message you’re trying to convey. Avoid 
selecting images that appear to be out of 
context. 
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This would be a good place to insert a short paragraph about your organi-

zation. It might include the purpose of the organization, its mission, found-

ing date, and a brief history. You could also include a brief list of the types 

of products, services, or programs your organization offers, the geographic 

area covered (for example, western U.S. or European markets), and a pro-

file of the types of customers or members served.  

It would also be useful to include a contact name for readers who want more 

information about the organization. 
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any other forms of communication that 
you’ve created for your organization. 

You can also use this space to remind 
readers to mark their calendars for a regu-
lar event, such as a breakfast meeting for 

This story can fit 175-225 words. 

If your newsletter is folded and mailed, 
this story will appear on the back. So, it’s 
a good idea to make it easy to read at a 
glance. 

A question and answer session is a 
good way to quickly capture the 
attention of readers. You can either 
compile questions that you’ve re-
ceived since the last edition or you 
can summarize some generic ques-
tions that are frequently asked about 
your organization. 

A listing of names and titles of 
managers in your organization is a 
good way to give your newsletter a 
personal touch. If your organization 
is small, you may want to list the 
names of all employees. 

If you have any prices of standard 
products or services, you can in-
clude a listing of those here. You 
may want to refer your readers to 

vendors every third Tuesday of the 
month, or a biannual charity auction. 

If space is available, this is a good place 
to insert a clip art image or some other 
graphic. 
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
